1. Identifying the Rail Kit Contents 2. Installing and Removing Tool-Less Rails (Square Hole or Round Hole Racks)

Locate the components for installing the
rail kit assembly:

(1) Position the left and right rail end pieces
labeled FRONT facing inward and orient
each end piece to seat in the holes on the
front side of the vertical rack flanges.

(4) To remove the rails, pull the latch release
button on the end piece midpoint and
unseat each rail.
