Overview

Amazon Web Services Key Management Services (AWS KMS) is a cloud key management service (KMS) that
provides a secure store for secrets. This feature allows ONTAP to securely store its encryption keys using
AWS KMS. In order to use AWS KMS with ONTAP, you must first create a Customer Master Key (CMK) in
AWS KMS and provide an Access Key ID and Secret Access Key for a user that has appropriate access to the
newly created CMK in the AWS KMS."

Enabling AWS KMS for an SVM
