Name-services Idap-schemas endpoint overview

Overview

ONTAP provides four default LDAP schemas. These are:

MS-AD-BIS Based on RFC-2307bis. This is the preferred LDAP schema for most standard Windows 2012
and later LDAP deployments.

AD-IDMU Based on Active Directory Identity Management for UNIX. This schema is appropriate for most
Windows 2008, Windows 2012, and later AD servers.

AD-SFU Based on Active Directory Services for UNIX. This schema is appropriate for most Windows 2003
and earlier AD servers.

RFC-2307 Based on RFC-2307 (an approach that uses LDAP as a network information service). This
schema is appropriate for most UNIX AD servers.
