View and create Vscan configuration

Protocols Vscan endpoint overview

Overview

Use Vscan to protect data from being compromised by viruses or other malicious code. Vscan combines best-
in-class third party antivirus software with ONTAP features that give you the flexibility you need to control which
files get scanned and when. Storage systems offload scanning operations to external servers hosting antivirus
software from third party vendors. An Antivirus Connector on the external server handles communications
between the storage system and the antivirus software.

This includes scanner-pools, On-Access policies, On-Demand policies, and
information about whether a Vscan is enabled or disabled on an SVM.

Important notes:

* You can enable only one Vscan configuration at a time for an SVM.

* You can only query using svm.uuid Or svm.name.
