Manage volume Snapshot copies

Overview

A Snapshot copy is the view of the filesystem as it exits at the point in time when the Snapshot copy is created.

In ONTAP, different types of Snapshot copies are supported, such as scheduled Snapshot copies, user
requested Snapshot copies, SnapMirror Snapshot copies, and so on.

ONTAP Snapshot copy APIs allow you to create, modify, delete and retrieve Snapshot copies.

Snapshot copy APIs

The following APls are used to perform operations related to Snapshot copies.
&ndash; POST /api/storage/volumes/{volume.uuid}/snapshots

&ndash; GET /api/storage/volumes/{volume.uuid}/snapshots

&ndash; GET /api/storage/volumes/{volume.uuid}/snapshots/{uuid}

&ndash; PATCH /api/storage/volumes/{volume.uuid}/snapshots/{uuid}

&ndash; DELETE /api/storage/volumes/{volume.uuid}/snapshots/{uuid}
