Network Ethernet switches endpoint overview

Overview

This API can be used to get information about the ethernet switches used for cluster and/or storage networks.
This APl support GET and PATCH calls. The GET operation returns a list of discovered switches with status
and configuration information. The PATCH can be used to modify state of the switch.

Examples

Retrieving the ethernet switches for a cluster

The following example retrieves the ONTAP switches from the cluster. Note that if the fields=* parameter is not
specified, the fields snmp.version, snmp.credential, model, sw-version, reason, version-source,
monitoring.enable, monitoring.subsystem.type and monitoring.subsystem.poll_interval are not returned. Filters
can be added on the fields to limit the results.
