Important notes

» The create request accepts peer SVM name as input instead of peer SVM UUID as the local cluster cannot
validate peer SVM based on UUID.

* The input parameter name refers to the local name of the peer SVM. The peer cluster name
parameter is optional for creating intracluster SVM peer relationships.

Required properties

* svm.name Or svm.uuid - SVM name or SVM UUID
* peer.svm.name Of peer.svm.uuid - Peer SVM name or Peer SVM UUID
* peer.cluster.name Or peer.cluster.uuid - Peer cluster name or peer cluster UUID
