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@ Power on the shelves and set shelf IDs:

1. Plug the power cords into the shelf power supplies, connect them to power sources on different circuits, and then
turn on the power switch to boot the shelves.

2. If you need to change the
shelf IDs, continue with substeps
a through e; otherwise, skip to
“Power on the controllers” below.

Repeat these steps for any
remaining drive shelves.

@ Power on the controllers

Plug the power cords into the controller power supplies,
and then connect them to power sources on different circuits.
